Nobody wants them, but if not careful anyone can get them. Sexually Transmitted Infections (STIs) can come in many forms, but none of them are good. Understanding what they are and how we contract them is an important part in avoiding the spread of them. 
You’re going to research one of them from the list below individually.

No more than 4 people can do each one.

Genital Warts, Gonorrhoea, Syphilis, Herpes, Chlamydia,
Pubic Lice (Crabs), Trichomonas, HIV, Hepatitis, HPB

You will make a one or two page report on the STI you’re researching.

Your report must include all of the following areas.

1. Provide some background on the STI including where it was found (if available), if it’s a virus or bacteria, any medical names it has, etc.
2. Provide some statistics on your STI including the percentage of people who have contracted the virus, what age groups are most likely to get it, etc.
3. Get a picture of the STI and copy it into your word document.

4. What are some of the effects of the STI on the body it infects?

5. Is it treatable? If so, how?

6. What are some ways you can help prevent getting the STI?

7. Find at least one clinic nearby that can help test for it. Provide the name, address and contact number for it.
8. Provide some additional information about something interesting you learned well researching this.
